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About Us 
BYU 
Nestled at the foot of the Wasatch Mountains, Brigham Young University is located in Provo, 
Utah—just south of Salt Lake City.  Founded in 1875, the 638-acre campus is home to more than 
33,000 students, representing more than one hundred countries, and nearly 4,000 full time 
faculty, staff, and administrators.  Friendly people, beautiful surroundings, and a wealth of 
cultural and recreational opportunities characterize campus life. 

 
A community within a community, BYU offers an abundance of campus activities and services.  
Faculty and students can attend intercollegiate sporting events with nationally ranked teams or 
take in cultural events such as plays, musicals, concerts, exhibits, and films.  The International 
Cinema shows more than forty vintage/foreign films a semester at no charge.  BYU’s Museum of 
Art—the largest art museum in the states—houses an extensive collection of art by early 
American painters and frequently hosts traveling exhibits, such as the Imperial Tombs of China.  
For something more interactive, students can participate in the nation’s largest intramural sports 
program or join one of the many on-campus clubs. 
 

Provo 
Brigham Young University’s campus sits on a hill overlooking Provo, Utah.  First settled by 
Latter-day Saint pioneers in the 1800s under the direction of Brigham Young, the Utah Valley 
community of 350,000 residents is known as one of the most livable communities in America, of 
which Provo is the center.  The area is also recognized as a high-tech corridor hosting many 
firms in the tech industry, such as Novell, Micron, Intel, Caldera, and MyComputer.com.   
 
The greater Provo area offers numerous shopping areas, restaurants, movie theaters, parks, pools, 
gyms, community theater companies, and other community-sponsored activities for students and 
families.  Outdoor recreation enthusiasts will find a wide range of activities that include snow- 
and water-skiing, rock climbing, camping, mountain biking, hiking, golfing, fishing, and 
horseback riding. 
 

Utah 
Provo also has the advantage of being only forty-five miles south of Salt Lake City, a 
metropolitan center offering entertainment ranging from outdoor recreation to college and 
professional sporting events to Broadway musicals and concerts.  Salt Lake City is the home of 
the NBA’s Utah Jazz, the MLS’s Real Salt Lake, Ballet West, the Mormon Tabernacle Choir, the 
Utah Symphony, and the 2002 Winter Games. 
 
Within an hour’s drive of BYU campus are eight world-renowned ski resorts featuring what the 
local’s call “the greatest snow on earth.”  And for those who love to explore the natural wonders 
of the world, some of America’s most acclaimed national parks and recreational areas—Zion, 
Yellowstone, Capital Reef, Bryce Canyon and Grand Teton National Parks, the Grand Canyon, 
and Lake Powell—are within a day’s drive. 
 



Weather 
The weather in Utah can change very quickly.  It is not unusual for it to be snowy in May or 
sunny in December.  The average temperature for January is 37° F (3° C), and for July is 93° F 
(33° C).  Dress in layers to prepare for changing temperatures, especially in spring and fall.  
Snowfall can make the roads slick and dangerous, so use caution when driving in the snow. 
 
 
 

Marriott School of Management 
As part of Brigham Young University, the Marriott School of Management seeks to instill strong 
values, high ethical standards, and a tenacious work ethic in its students. Approximately 1,900 
undergraduate students and 1,100 graduate students are enrolled in the Marriott School.  
 
Named for benefactors J. Willard and Alice S. Marriott, the Marriott School is nationally 
recognized for its outstanding management leadership and education.  The school attracts some 
of the brightest students and faculty from across the nation and around the world. 
 

Business journals and magazines consistently report the Marriott School as one of the top 
business school in the nation and world.  A Marriott School education is rooted in strong 
management and interdisciplinary training and supported by an emphasis on ethics and principle-
based leadership.  In addition to traditional management training, the school integrates three 
areas of focus: international business, e-business, and entrepreneurship. 
 

International Business 

Learning at the Marriott School is enhanced by the cultural perspectives students and faculty 
bring to the classroom.  Nearly 20 percent of Marriott School students come from outside the 
United States.  Most of the faculty and students have lived abroad.  Some 80 percent of students 
are bilingual, and more than 25 percent speak three or more languages fluently.  The Whitmore 
Global Management Center supports this focus by coordinating the school’s international 
curriculum, research, and outreach activities. 
 

E-business 

Broad exposure to emerging technologies helps prepare students to work and excel in a global 
market.  Named by Computerworld as one of the best places to become a technological-savvy 
executive, the Marriott School provides a solid e-commerce foundation.  The Rollins Center for 
eBusiness supports this focus by facilitating the study and teaching of how information 
technology is changing business and management practices. 
 

Entrepreneurship 

Cultivating a spirit of entrepreneurship is a key element of leadership development at the 
Marriott School.  The entrepreneurial focus helps students develop the creative risk-taking and 
change management skills needed to successfully create and lead new ventures.  The Center for 
Entrepreneurship supports this focus by offering the opportunity for students to start and operate 
new ventures.

Student Resources 
Marriott School students enjoy one of the strongest support systems on campus.  Aggressive 
career placement services, supportive centers, advanced computer resources and facilities, 
dynamic student clubs and organizations, and active alumni networks all work to help students 
move confidently through their studies. 
 

Business Career Center 
This center has become the focal point for the school’s placement, internship, and field study 
efforts.  The facility includes a large presentation room, a reference library, and eRecruiting 
system, twenty interview rooms, and a hosting center.  The center’s professional staff offers 
assistance in writing cover letters, negotiating offers, finding internships, networking, and 
composing resumes.  Utilizing state-of-the-art technology, the staff is able to tailor internship, 
field study, and career placement to the needs of recruiters and students. 
 

Center for eBusiness 

The Rollins Center for eBusiness melds research with innovative business technology to form an 
interactive atmosphere for students to collaborate and network with industry leaders.  The center 
examines the impact of information technology on business and society at large and provides 
students with the resources to effectively start and mange their own e-business. 
 

Center for Entrepreneurship 

The Center for Entrepreneurship educates and encourages students to successfully start and 
operate new ventures.  Students learn from and network with successful entrepreneurs and other 
influential business people through the Student Entrepreneur of the Year contest, the Student 
Business Plan competition, and the Entrepreneurship Lecture Series. 



 

Global Management Center 

The Whitmore Global Management Center houses the Center for International Business 
Education and Research (CIBER) which coordinates the international curriculum, research, and 
outreach of the Marriott School.  Students can earn their Global Management Certificate and 
enhance their international qualifications by completing course work in three areas: international 
business, foreign business language, and international business experience (internship, field 
study, or study abroad).  Each year the CIBER sponsors faculty directed international 
management excursions and studies abroad to countries in Europe, Asia, and Latin America, 
providing new perspectives and knowledge of cultures and international management practices.   

 

 Business English Class 

The Business English class is offered in the fall, and is for non-native English speakers 
who want to expand their business vocabulary, practice formal business presentation, and 
learn common American business phrases and culture.  Business English and other 
business languages classes count toward the Global Management Certificate, the 
equivalent of an international business minor.

Social Security Numbers  
A social security number serves as a means of identification in the U.S. You are required to 
provide your social security number when applying for a driver license, financial loans, tax 
purposes, and for other information your academics may require. Upon your admission to 
BYU you will be given a social security number that starts with 999 followed by six digits. 
You will need to change this number as soon as possible and receive another social security 
number at the social security office.  
As an international student, you must receive permission from Immigration and 
Naturalization Services to work. In order to get a job (on or off campus), you must apply for 
a social security number. Certain laws may also require you to show a social security number 
even if you don’t have a working permit.  
In order to apply for a social security number you must:  

• Complete an Application for Social Security Card available in the social 
security office or on the Internet at www.socialsecurity.gov/online/ss-5.html  

• Provide original documents (and those of your dependents) showing age, 
identity, and lawful alien status, including your permission to work in the U.S.  

• Visit the social security office to process your application.

Married Students  
Brigham Young University offers housing facilities for married students at Wymount 
Terrace. Student family housing can be a great part of your educational experience, 
because it offers a gospel-centered environment and an opportunity to learn, live, and 
grow in a student community.  Student family housing also provides a great environment 
for family and community activities through recreational lawns, barbecue grills, 
basketball courts, volleyball courts, playgrounds and picnic tables. 

 

Wymount Terrace, at the northeast corner of campus, comprises South 
Wymount (24 three-story apartment buildings) and North Wymount(48 two story 
apartment buildings).   
A multipurpose building is available for ward activities and social gatherings.  
Adult recreation facilities, children’s swing and play areas, and self-service 
laundry facilities are conveniently located throughout the complex.  The 
Wymount central office building includes a small convenience store, which is an 
extension of the BYU Creamery, and a computer lab. 
Wymount Terrace apartments are furnished with blinds, a stove and oven, a 
family-sized refrigerator, and a garbage disposal.  Wymount also offers furniture 
rental on a monthly basis according to availability.

Housing Policies 
A non-refundable $25 application fee is required at the time of application.  A 
$100 security deposit is required at the time the contract is signed and will be 
refunded after departure, provided that no fees are owed to the university. 



 
When you send in your student family housing application with the non-
refundable $25 fee, you are placed on the waiting list as of the date your 
application is processed.  Each month we contact those on the waiting list who 
indicate they are interested in apartments coming available the following month; 
this contact is generally made through email.  The waiting time and probability of 
getting an apartment in a specific month depends on the number of residents 
leaving and the number of individuals ahead of you on the waiting list. 
The family housing contracts are month-to-month agreements.  Residents are 
required to provide 60 days notice before moving or canceling their contract.  
Housing payments are due on the first of each month, and a late fee is assessed 
after the tenth of the month.  Monthly rates include local phone, gas, water, 
sewer/refuse removal, Cougar Cable, and high-speed internet connection.  
Tenants are responsible for electricity and long-distance telephone service.  To 
activate the high-speed internet connection, tenants may contact IT Services at 
801-422-4000 when their contract begins. 

If the notification email is undeliverable, the housing office will attempt to 

notify you by telephone or by mail. 

° It will then be your responsibility to notify Campus Accommodations 
when you need an apartment. 

° The housing office cannot guarantee an apartment will be available for 
you at the time you contact them. 

° Your request for housing must be within two years of your original 
application date.

Health Insurance  
It is dangerous to live in the U.S. without insurance.  The lack of insurance is a risk for 
you and your family, because you are responsible for medical expenses.  A medical 
treatment or a single day of hospitalization could cost thousands of dollars.  Although in 
many countries the government provides health care for its citizens, individuals and 
families are responsible for the cost of medical treatments in the U.S.  Because of the 
high cost of medical treatments, most Americans must rely on insurance to cover 
healthcare costs.  Many hospitals and doctors do not treat uninsured patients except in the 
case of life-threatening emergencies. 
 
As a BYU student, you are required to carry adequate medical insurance throughout the 
length of your stay in the United States.  
 
Enrollment in the BYU Student Health Plan satisfies the university's insurance 
requirement, as does enrollment in a group medical plan provided by an employer or a 
spouse's or parent's employer.  For any private medical insurance plan we recommend 
that it:  

� Provide at least 70 percent coverage for all major medical expenses, including 
physician, hospital, and ancillary service.  

� Have an individual annual deductible of no more than $500.  
� Have an annual plan limit of no less than $25,000.  

 
Full-time students must enroll in the BYU Student Health Plan or provide verification of 
other adequate insurance coverage when first enrolling at BYU.  Students who do not 
provide proof of private insurance via the Web to the BYU Health Plan Office will be 
automatically enrolled in and assessed the appropriate premium (single or married 
student rate) for the BYU Student Health Plan.  The health plan premium will be charged 
to the student's account; payment is due by the tuition payment deadline each semester 
and term.  For students and their families covered by BYU insurance, the costs are 
minimal for each visit to the Student Health Center.   

 

Maternity coverage is included for all insured students. Non-student spouses may 
purchase coverage as dependents with or without maternity coverage.  You must be 

covered by maternity coverage from the date of conception to the date of delivery to 

be eligible for maternity benefits. If you do not have maternity coverage throughout this 
time, you will be responsible for covering all the maternity expenses on your own. You 
must see a health center doctor when you first discover you or your spouse is pregnant in 
order to receive maternity benefits.  You must also see a health center doctor before 
making appointments for surgery or other hospital procedures.

TB Test 
As an international student, you must have a TB (tuberculosis) test done as soon as 
possible.  You may have the test done at One-Stop student services in the Wilkinson 
Center during the first week of school, or at the Student Health Center.  For more 
information of the TB test, call the Student Health Center at 801-422-5156.



Student Health Center 
The Student Health Center is a service available to all Brigham Young University 
students, their spouses, and their children. Health center services are available to these 
individuals whether or not they have insurance coverage. Your medical records cannot be 
given to anyone, including parents and/or spouses, without your express written 
permission. The health center is located on the corner of 900 East and University 
Parkway, across the street from the MTC.

Religious Environment  
 
BYU Wards  
The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints has established married and single 
student stakes for BYU students. These stakes have been divided into an appropriate 
number of wards, providing opportunities for worship and service in the Church.  The 
following are important guidelines concerning ward membership. Quotes are from the 
General Handbook of Instructions, Book 1. 
 
"Single students who live in housing that is located on campus or owned by the 
University should be members of a student ward...that includes their living quarters in its 
boundaries" (145). 
 
"Single students who live away from home but off campus may choose to be members of 
a student ward or of the conventional ward where they reside. If there is more than one 
student ward in the area, and if students choose to attend a student ward, they should be 
members of the ward that includes their living quarters in its boundaries" (145). 
 
"Married students may choose to be members of either a [married] student ward or the 
conventional ward where they reside" (145). 
 
Married students living in BYU married student housing attend the married student ward 
that includes their living quarters in its boundaries. 
 
Single adults 31 years of age and older, ought not to attend student wards, but return to a 
conventional ward which "provides a full range of church experiences and offers 
opportunities to serve, teach, lead, and associate with people of all ages. They also 
reinforce the important role of the family and the gospel plan."

Brigham Young University exists to provide an education in an atmosphere consistent 
with the ideals and principles of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. That 
atmosphere is created and preserved through commitment to conduct that reflects those 
ideals and principles. Members of the faculty, administration, staff, and student body at 
BYU are selected and retained from among individuals who voluntarily live the 
principles of the gospel of Jesus Christ. Observance of such is a specific condition of 
employment and admission. Those individuals who are not members of The Church of 
Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints are also expected to maintain the same standards of 
conduct, except church attendance. All who represent BYU are to maintain the highest 
standards of honor, integrity, morality, and consideration of others in personal behavior. 
By accepting appointment as faculty, individuals evidence their commitment to observe 
the honor code standards approved by the Board of Trustees "at all times and . . . in all 
places" (Mosiah 18:9).   
 

Honor Code Statement  

“We believe in being honest, true, chaste, benevolent, virtuous, and in doing good to all 
men... If there is anything virtuous, lovely, or of good report or praiseworthy, we seek 
after these things” (Thirteenth Article of Faith).

It is a requirement that all participants carry medical insurance at the minimum benefit 
levels stated in the program regulations.  This is an expense that students must factor into 
their expected expenses.

Enter and Remain in the U.S. in “F” Immigration Status 

The F-Visa is a nonimmigrant visa, and students are expected to return to their home 
countries when they complete their programs.  Needed documents and requirements to 
apply for the F-1 Visa include: 

• A current passport that is valid at least six months after your proposed date of 
entry into the United States. 

• A completed Form I-20, provided by the school you will be attending in the 
United States 

• A completed Form DS-156 and DS-158 

• A 2-inch X 2-inch photograph 

• Receipts that show payment of the visa application fee, a visa issuance fee if 
applicable, and the SEVIS I-901 fee 

You may also be required to provide: 

• Transcripts and diplomas from previous institutions you attended 

• Scores from standardized tests, such as TOEFL, SAT, GRE, GMAT, etc. 

• Financial evidence that shows you or your parents have sufficient funds to cover 
your tuition and living expenses during the period of your intended study, such as 
tax documents, original bank books, and/or bank statements 

F-1 students at Brigham Young University are required by U.S. Citizenship and 
Immigration Services (UCSIS) to meet the following requirements:  

1. Have a valid passport at all times (except Canadians).  
2. Attend only the school that has been authorized.  
3. Maintain at least 12.0 daytime credit hours for undergraduates or 9.0 credit hours 

for graduates during the fall or winter semesters, and 6.0 credit hours for 
undergraduates or 4.5 credit hours for graduates during spring and summer terms, 
if accepted during spring or summer. One class taken, online, evening school, and 
at the Salt Lake Extension Center, qualify towards this requirement. For 
guidelines on this matter please inquire in our office. Withdrawal (W) grades do 
not count toward your total minimum hours. Make certain that you do not 
withdraw from any classes without first clearing it with International Services. 

4. Apply for an extension of program prior to the expiration date of the Form I-20 
(check with International Services). You must have been in status during the 
entire academic stay in order to qualify. 

5. Limit employment on or off campus to no more than 20 hours per week while 
school is in session.  

6. Only work off campus after receiving proper authorization.  
7. Within 10 days of the change, update your address and/or phone number on Route 

Y. This update will automatically send a notification to USCIS.  
8. Follow the proper procedures when transferring from Brigham Young University 

to another school and vice versa.  
9. Follow proper procedures when transferring from one educational program to 

another (e.g., ESL to regular school) or from one level to another (e.g., bachelor's 
to master's, master's to doctorate).

Tips on Buying a Car  
When buying a vehicle it is important that you know your legal rights and responsibilities 
as a buyer. Be cautious and get as much information about the car and the owner before 
completing the purchase.  
 

Remember if the deal looks too good to be true, it probably is. 

 
As a customer, you have the right to know the vehicle’s history. Vehicle history reports 
enable you, as a consumer, to check for problems with used vehicles prior to your 
purchase. You can check the history of a vehicle by going to www.carfax.com and 
entering the VIN (vehicle identification number).

Buying a Car from an Individual  

Buying from an individual is another way to purchase a vehicle. You can find 
advertisements for vehicles in the classified sections of city, regional and 
neighborhood newspapers. The Internet is also an efficient way to buy vehicles 
from individuals.  

However, you should be cautious when buying from a private party. Some private 
sellers do not comply with federal and state laws. For this reason, you have no 
protection against dishonest sellers. Purchasing a car from these sources may 
increase your risk of not being able to get the title transferred, or getting a car that 
has been previously damaged. Here are some signs that may help you identify 
dishonest car sellers:  

° The seller of the car asks to meet you at a location other than his 
residence. 

° The title of the vehicle is not under the seller’s name.  

° The seller refuses to accept checks or money orders and asks 
exclusively for cash transactions.  

Be sure to have a professional mechanic inspect the car for wear or damage before 
making a purchase. Take a friend who knows about cars with you when you 
decide to purchase a car. The following questions may help you decide whether to 
buy a car from an individual:  

° Is the seller the actual owner of the car?  

° How long has he/she owned the car?  

° Does he/she have the title issued in his/her name?  

° Does the car have a Utah title?  

° What is the mileage of the car?  

° What are the car’s best features?  

° Has there been major work done on the car?  

° Has the car had body repairs?  

° Is the seller a vehicle dealer?  

° What are the reasons for selling the car?  

° How old is the car?

Registering a Car   
Utah residents must register their vehicle for their use with the Division of Motor 
Vehicles (DMV). For vehicle registration purposes, a resident is anyone who will be 
residing in Utah whether for trade, profession, occupation, study, or gainful employment 
for more than sixty days. When registering a used vehicle, you must also put the title of 
the vehicle in your name. In order to register your vehicle, bring the following items to 
the DMV:  

° Most recent registration documents  

° Title  

° Utah safety inspection certificate, if required  

° Utah emission certificate, if required  

° Serial number (VIN) inspections, if being titled in Utah for the first time  

° At least one person whose name must appear on the new title  
 
The DMV is located at 150 E. Center St. in Provo. If you are registering the vehicle for 
the first time, Form TC-656, Application to register/title, must be completed and 
submitted to a motor vehicle office with inspection certificates and evidence showing 
ownership of the vehicle. You can download the form at 
http://tax.utah.gov/forms/current/tc-656-mva.pdf.  
Contact the DMV with questions at 368-8824. 

 

License Plates  
All registered vehicles in Utah must display two valid license plates, one for the 
front and one for the back of the car. There are two-standard issue plates, as well 
as personalized plates available. License plates vary in price.  There are particular 
requirements associated with your choice of license plates. For more information, 
you may access http://dmv.utah.gov/license.html.  

 

Driver’s License  
As an international student you will be required to obtain a valid driver’s license in order 
to drive a motor vehicle on the highways and roads in Utah. A driver’s license is also a 
widely accepted form of personal identification. We recommend that you bring a valid 

driver’s license from your country. All individuals who wish to drive and have never 
been licensed to drive motor vehicles will be required to complete an approved driving 
course and the driver’s exam before being licensed in Utah.  
 
The driver’s license exam consists of  

° A written test 

° An eye-vision test 

° A road test.  
 
The first step in obtaining your driver’s license is to take a written test at a driver’s 
license office. The office is located in Orem and is open Monday through Friday from 
8:00 am to 5:00 pm. It is recommended that you arrive at least an hour before the office 
closes.  



If you are applying for a Utah driver’s license for the first time, you must present a 
primary identification form that provides proof of name, date and place of birth. Any of 
the following forms of identification are accepted:  

� Driver’s license issued in the U.S.  
� Foreign birth certificate with notarized translation*  
� Foreign passport with VISA stamped and attached I-94 Card or INS I-551 Card  
� Matricular consular/ID resident alien card  
� U.S. passport

Auto Insurance  
All drivers of vehicles in the U.S. must hold auto insurance coverage. You will need to purchase 
auto insurance in order to:  

� Pay for medical expenses in case of an accident  
� Provide financial protection from lawsuits  
� Cover losses caused by uninsured or underinsured drivers  
� Pay for damage due to theft, vandalism or natural disasters  

There are different coverage options offered by auto insurance companies and you must choose 
one that will meet your needs. Owning a car will bring additional expenses for maintenance and 
insurance. Auto insurance coverage expenses are estimated to range, on average, between $75 
and $115 per month.

Frequently Asked Questions 
 

Can I work on campus with an F-1 visa?  
You can only qualify for on-campus employment; you must apply for a work permit to work off 
campus. As an international student, you may work up to 20 hours during the fall and winter 
semesters. You may work up to 40 hours a week during the spring and summer terms. Students 
may not work off campus during the first academic year of F-1 status unless their degree 
programs require them to do so. You may not go over your hours or you may lose your job 

and your visa status, which jeopardizes your residency! The international student office web 
site may help you with the procedures for on-campus employment at the following address 
http://international.byu.edu  

 

Can my spouse work while I study at BYU?  
Dependants of an F-1 who have an F-2 visa are not eligible to hold any on-campus or off-campus 
job. Dependents of a J-1 visa holder may work. Contact the International Student Office for work 
permit applications and questions about status or employment.  

 

Am I required to have medical insurance during the summer?  
As a BYU student you are required to have insurance throughout the length of stay in the United 
States. Even if you are not taking classes during the spring and summer terms, you are required 
to have a valid health insurance policy during this time. Please note that you will be provided 
health insurance from the BYU Health Center if you do not declare any other medical insurance 
upon your arrival at BYU. If you leave the country or need to change your insurance policy, you 
are responsible to contact the BYU Health Center to inform them of the change.  

 

What do I need to do if I am leaving the country?  
You need to contact the International Services Office at least two weeks before you leave the 
country. They are located in room 1351 of the Wilkinson Student Center and can be reached by 
calling 801-422-2695  

 

Is there any association for international graduate students?  
The International Graduate Student Association is designed to help international students interact 
through social and academic activities. You may contact the IGSA advisor, Cynthia Halliday at 
801-422-4832 to receive more information about the IGSA.  
 

Should I apply for an off-campus internship?  
As an international student you are encouraged to apply for an off-campus internship. Many 
times an internship can lead to a full-time employment with the same company after graduation. 
The process that allows you to participate in a paid internship is called the Curricular Practical 
Training (CPT). You must contact the International Student Office to complete the paperwork 
and necessary requirements.  

 



Can I be employed off campus?  
International graduate students are allowed to work off campus if the job is related to their field 
of study. The Curricular Practical Training is an option for off-campus employment. You must 
contact the International Student Office and fill out the necessary paperwork. You may 
participate in a paid internship during the spring and summer terms. 

 

Can I work in the U.S. upon graduation of a graduate program?  
If you are hired for employment in the U.S. upon your graduation from BYU’s graduate program 
you must apply for the Optional Practical Training (OPT). You must apply for the OPT three 
months before graduation. You must contact the International Student Office and should apply 
for the OPT before the completion of your studies. You may receive paperwork information in 
their office or by emailing international@byu.edu  

 

Do I have to register for classes during the summer to maintain my visa status?  
U.S. law requires international students to be registered for academic credit with the University 
during the time of their internship. You must contact your graduate department for more 
information and details.  

 

What do I do if I change my address?  
If you change your address, you must contact the international services; these updates must be 
made no more than 15 days after your move. As an international student you must always have 
this information current on school records.
